Throughout his more than fiYy years of volunteer service 

to Amherst, Bob held a variety of leadership roles, served 

on virtually every commi:ee and par*cipated in all fund-

raising projects. He was a Past President of ACAF, Inc. and 

a key member of the steering commi:ee for the new HS 

Track. Bob co-chaired each Educator Emeritus event and 

served for all 13 years on the alumni golf commi:ee.  He 

was a Class Director for 1958 and worked on their class 

reunions. When the Amherst Alumni Chorale became a 

reality in 2013, no one was more thrilled than Bob to re-

turn to his musical roots in Room #602 at the High School.
